To enjoy the best performance, comfort, and safety from your new electric scooter, it is important to fully understand how it works. Please
read this manual carefully to ensure proper operation.

The recommended minimum rider age is 16, the maximum rider weight is 120 kg, and the suitable height range is between 120-200 cm.
Children under 16 should not use the scooter, and those aged 16 or older should ride under adult supervision.

During your first rides, maintain a safe and controllable speed. As speed increases, braking distance also increases. Follow road and
pedestrian rules to protect yourself and others. Keep a safe distance from vehicles, obstacles, and other cyclists.

Do not ride on highways, expressways, or motor vehicle lanes. Avoid reversing or riding in rainy weather. When encountering puddles, slow
down and steer around them. Avoid congested areas and walk your scooter across pedestrian crossings. Be cautious when riding at night
and alert others to your presence to avoid startling them.

Scooters inherently involve certain risks. Make sure your health and physical condition allow for safe operation. Do not ride after consuming
alcohol, drugs, or medications that impair your ability to operate a vehicle safely. Do not ride in areas with flammable, explosive, or dirty
environments. Avoid using mobile phones or headphones while riding. Do not hang heavy objects on the handlebar, as it affects balance.

Follow local traffic laws when riding. If you intend to ride on public roads, ensure that the scooter is equipped with all legally required
components (which may vary by region).

This product is designed for personal use only and must not be used for commercial purposes. Keep this manual for future reference. Al
images in the manual are for reference only; please refer to the actual product.

Always wear protective equipment such as a helmet, knee pads, elbow pads, and wrist guards while riding to reduce the risk of injury.
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Y Age 16-60 Always wear protective equipment such as a helmet, knee pads, elbow pads, and wrist guards while riding to
120-200cm reduce the risk of injury.

3. Precautions

Before riding, check the tire pressure and ensure the handlebar is securely installed. Confirm that the battery is fully charged. If the battery
level becomes low during riding, slow down and ride smoothly, then charge the scooter as soon as possible.

Inspect the charger, cable, and plug before each charge. Do not use the charger if any damage is detected. Braking distance on wet
surfaces is longer than on dry surfaces, so begin braking earlier.

Walk your scooter through protected pedestrian crossings. Avoid sharp edges or protrusions that may appear during riding. Do not ride in
rainy, stormy, or snowy weather. If the electronic components (control unit, motor, or battery) are exposed to water, irreversible damage may
occur and the battery could even explode.

This product is intended for single adult use only; do not carry passengers or children. Do not ride under the influence of alcohol or
medication. Do not perform stunts or tricks — this scooter is not designed for such activities.

Do not modify or alter any part of the scooter, including the steering tube, bushings, rods, folding mechanism, or rear brake. This vehicle is
not a toy; be cautious to prevent falls, collisions, or other hazardous situations.




If lending the scooter to someone else, ensure they know how to operate it safely. You are responsible for making sure that: They have read
and understood all warnings and instructions, they can operate the scooter safely and they can protect from harm.

Keep the scooter away from flammable materials and open flames. Do not ride in rainy conditions.

Warm tips: The charger indicator is red during its charging process, and it will tum green after it is fully charged. Please charge the battery to
its maximum capacity before the initial utilization. You are suggested to charge the battery after each use and before it is used up. An
excessively low voltage may shorten the service life of battery.

Important prompts: Please only adopt the original charger provided by Onvo Elektronik A.$. rather than any other charger to charge this
scooter. The scooter must be turned off during the charging process. Plug the charger into a power socket range from 100V to 240V so as to
charge the battery at a room temperature range from 0°C to 35°C.

Do not burn the battery or expose it to a high temperature, because it may explode. Do not charge the scooter via a charging port, charger or
power socket in a humid environment. Once the battery gets damaged or comes into contact with water, do not charge or continue using the
battery. A battery under extreme conditions may leak. If the leakage should come into contact with skin, please rinse it immediately with soap
water; if the leak should get into eyes, please rinse them immediately with pure water for at least 10 minutes and simultaneously seek for
medical aid.

Do not refit the charger in any way. Prevent the battery away from small metal objects, such as paper clip, coin, key, nail or screws.

The battery must be embedded at the correct position. If the scooter is in idle for a long time, the battery shall be removed. Please tighten the
rubber plug in the charging port when the scooter is not being charged. A scooter under charging shall not be rode.

8. Riding Precautions

Attention:
Do not exceed the maximum load capacity of the scooter (see the technical specifications table). Always wear shoes while riding.
Additionally, it is the rider's responsibility to comply with all local regulations regarding the use of electric scooters.

Riding:

To start the scooter, insert and turn the key, then press and hold the power button for three seconds. Place one foot on the front part of the
deck and keep the other foot on the ground for balance. Gently push the scooter forward and then press the throttle to accelerate. Use the
brake lever to slow down or stop.

Braking Method:
Gently squeeze the brake lever to slow down gradually; avoid sudden braking. On wet or slippery surfaces, braking distance increases, so
begin braking earlier. Combine braking and deceleration to maintain safe control of the scooter.

Avoiding Obstacles:

Do not attempt to jump over curbs, steps, or other small obstacles in urban environments. Adjust your direction and speed in advance
according to the shape, height, or slipperiness of the obstacle. Keep a safe distance from pedestrians in crossing areas. If the obstacle is too
high, sharp, or slippery, it is recommended to get off the scooter and walk it around the obstacle.

Parking:
Gradually slow down and stop by applying the brake lever. Once the scooter is stable, extend the kickstand to park. After finishing your ride,
turn off the power and remove the key.

9. Avoiding Possible Safety Risks

Always wear a helmet and protective gear to prevent the risk of accidents.

Before riding, make sure all functions on the display panel are working properly.

When pushing the scooter forward, use the throttle carefully and avoid pressing it all the way down.

Keep the scooter balanced when starting or stopping; pay attention to safety during takeoff and braking.

Maintain your body balance while riding, hold the handlebar firmly, and accelerate slowly and in a controlled manner.

Turn the handlebar slowly while making turns and lean your body slightly; avoid sudden or sharp turns.

Do not use the scooter in rainy weather or on surfaces with puddles.

Avoid high speeds over speed bumps or uneven surfaces. Slow down and bend your knees slightly to adapt to rough terrain.

Be careful not to hit your head when passing through doors or near high objects.
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0.  Keep your speed under control when going downhill.

Avoid letting the wheels come into contact with large obstacles.

12. Do not hang heavy objects on the handlebar; this may negatively affect balance and safety.

18.  This scooter is designed for one person only; carrying passengers or children is prohibited.
19. Do not attempt to go up or down stairs, or jump over high obstacles.

20. Do not touch the disc brake with bare hands after riding; it may be hot and cause burns.

12. Maintenance and Repair

Scooter Cleaning:
Clean the main body of the scooter using a soft, damp cloth. For stubborn stains, you may use a small amount of toothpaste—gently scrub
the stained area with a toothbrush and then wipe it again with a damp cloth.

Do not clean your scooter with alcohol, gasoline, kerosene, or other corrosive or volatile solvents, as these can damage both the exterior and

o internal components. Using a pressure washer or hose is strictly prohibited. Before cleaning, ensure that the scooter is turned off,
disconnected from charging, and that the charging port is tightly sealed. Otherwise, electronic components may be damaged or water may
enter the battery.

A Waming: f the product is damaged, stop using it immediately. During normal use, the scooter is exposed to stress and wear; therefore, al
components should be checked regularly. Worn, damaged, or expired parts must be replaced promptly to prevent safety risks.

Daily Maintenance:

Check tire pressure regularly and keep it at an appropriate level.

Ensure both brakes are functioning properly.

Check the tightness of all screws and nuts.

Wipe the scooter’s surface with a dry, clean cloth to prevent water from entering electronic components.

Battery Maintenance:

When charging or not in use, keep the power turned off and avoid letting the battery fully discharge.

If the scooter will not be used for a long time, store it in a safe and dry environment. Keep the battery level above 50% and charge it at least
once every three months.

Avoid using or storing the battery in extreme temperatures.
Only use the original charger to charge the scooter; using other chargers may cause battery damage or fire hazards.

Periodic Maintenance:

Regularly inspect the scooter frame, front fork, and suspension components to ensure there is no damage.

If the scooter is used frequently, perform a full inspection once a month.

Every six months, apply a small amount of white grease or light machine oil to the folding mechanism for maintenance.

Storage:

Store the scooter in a flat, stable, well-ventilated, and dry area.
Avoid long-term exposure to direct sunlight or humid environments.
Keep the scooter clean at all times.

Warning: Keep the scooter’s packaging and small parts stored properly. Keep them away from children to prevent accidental swallowing.

Brake Calibration:

If the braking force is too tight:
Loosen the brake lever nut with a wrench. Slightly extend the brake cable to reduce its
tension, then retighten the nut. Test the brakes afterward to ensure proper braking force.

If the braking force is weak:

Loosen the brake lever nut with a wrench. Slightly shorten the brake cable to increase
tension, then retighten the nut. Test the brakes to confirm improved braking
performance.

Tire Inflation

If the tire pressure is low, inflate the tires using an air pump. First, remove the valve caps
from both the front and rear tires. Then, attach the air pump connectors securely to the
tire valves. Once the connection is tight, use the air pump to inflate the tires to the proper
pressure.




Replacing the Footboard Grip (Pedal Cover):
When replacing the pedal grip (rubber surface), the entire pedal assembly must be
removed and replaced with a new one.

Front Screw Adjustment:

First, check whether the screws on the front of the scooter are loose. If so, tighten them,
and then use a hex wrench (Allen key) to secure the six screws firmly. If the scooter’s front
part shakes after multiple falls or impacts, tightening these screws can help eliminate
vibrations and looseness.
